
MTMBC Yacht Regatta Scoring 

 

Regatta Scoring 

 A minimum of 3 boats are required to run a regatta 

 A regatta will have 4 or more races 

 For each race one point is given to the boat that finishes first, 2 for the second boat, 3 for the 
third etc 

 Did Not Start (DNS) or Did Not Finish (DNF) will be scored as if the boat finished last, plus 
one point. 

 Boats that are considered to have finished in a dead heat will be awarded the same number 
of points 

 The overall scores for the regatta will be totalled and depending on how many races were 
held a number of worst scores will be discarded – see table below 

 

Number of Races  Number Scores Discarded 
1-4 0 
5-7 1 
8+ 2

Season Scoring 

 A competitor needs to have raced in a minimum of 4 regattas 

 The 4 best regatta scores will be totalled to give the overall total for the season 

An example of a seasons overall scores can be seen below – The 4 best regatta scores are 
highlighted in green and the regattas which a person has not raced in are highlighted in pink
